Watch for pro-
grams about art, techniques, and art history on TV (Create/PBS) and through Netflicks. Use the PAL
video Library housed at Fast Frame.

Exploring art on the Internet can be a great benefit. Look for
tory, styles and techniques.

Make sure to keep art supplies available . Pick up new media to try, keep a drawing tablet and
pencil handy- sketch often.

Take Art Field trips - use the free library pass to visit the Tacoma Art Museum. Go to local Galler-
ies, other Museums, and take the time for Art Walk events and Art Festivals..

Watch book stores for sale
books on art and artists- | have seen some amazing prices on beautiful art books in the clearance sec-
tions. Half Price Books often has Art Textbooks that would not be commonly available elsewhere.

Teach Art to someone else - Whether it is to a child, grandchild, or friend, it will make you think
about art and design principles, the reasons why we do art, and basic techniques. You may well im-
prove your own artwork along the way!

HAVE FUN! Take time to do small fun projects- cards to send, ornaments for the home or garden,
take part is a benefit activity (like Chair Affair, etc). Get out of your comfort zone and try something
new. Draw objects in front of you as well as draw from your imagination.
